WHEREAS the promoter is producing a program known as “Creation: The Baby Boutique Expo” (the Event) And intends to conduct the Event during certain hours on Sunday, September 16th, at Lakeshore Athletic Club, 1320 West Fullerton, Chicago, IL 60614. (the property), and whereas the Exhibitor wishes to participate in the Event.

NOW THEREFORE the Promoter and the Exhibitor do agree as follows:

1. Dates and Times of Event
The event will be conducted at the property on:  Sunday, September 16 th, 2007, 10am-4pm.
Additionally the property will be open September 16, 2007 beginning at 7am to allow Exhibitor to set up.

The property will be open Sunday, September 16tth 2007 until 8pm to allow Exhibitors to retrieve their belongings.  The Promoter intends to produce the Event on the days and the times set forth above, but reserves the right to cancel or to postpone the Event to other dates and times.  In the event of cancellation, the Promoter shall reimburse the Exhibitor all cash payments received by the Promoter from the Exhibitor.  In the event of postponement, the Exhibitor has the option of participating or of withdrawing from the contract with return of (96%) of its fees by notifying the Promoter of that decision within ten days of setting of the new dates.

2. Payment
In consideration for the rights extended hereunder to the Exhibitor by the Promoter, the Exhibitor with a 6’ table agrees to pay three hundred seventy five dollars  ($375). All payments are due no later than August 31st, 2007.   No payment is accepted the day of event.  All payment must be received before the date listed above.  Payment can be made via check or credit card.  Checks must be made payable to JJP Chicago, Inc.  Sent to:  Julia Jacobs-Sanford, 345 East Ohio Street #4003, Chicago, IL 60611.  Credit card information provided on participant form.  (please allow 4 days for check delivery)  Pay Pal Invoices can be sent via email if requested.
3. Use of Property

During the term of the Event, the Promoter agrees to allocate to the Exhibitor, and the Exhibitor agrees to accept, such area of the Property, as the Promoter, in its sole discretion, designates for use by the Exhibitor as its place of exhibition and Grants to the Exhibitor, during the term of the Event, the right to exhibit materials, skills, arts, services, and products in such place of exhibition.  The place of the exhibition shall be by 6’ table space provided.  It is anticipated that there will be up to 100 places of exhibition in the Property during the Event, plus common aisles and additional spaces at the discretion of the Promoter.  The Promoter shall provide to the Exhibitor, for use in the place of exhibition during the term of the Event, two (2) chairs, and a table with fabric and table skirts.

Duties of Exhibitor



The Exhibitor agrees to conduct its exhibition at the Event in a reasonable manner consistent with the law and with the rights of the Promoter and of other exhibitors at the Event.  Not less than one person shall be assigned by the Exhibitor to be at the Exhibitor’s place of exhibition at all times during the term of the Event.  No Exhibitor is allowed to dismantle the booth space until the end of the event. (4pm)  All activities must be held within the Exhibitors booth area.  No soliciting in the aisles.  Latex Balloons are not permitted as handouts and may only be used in booth decorations and can only be used if firmly anchored and positioned out of the reach of small children.  The Exhibitor shall be solely responsible for the erection, production, maintenance, security, safety, and conduct of its exhibition, and of the Exhibitors place of exhibition during the term of the Event and for removal.

Duties of the Promoter   
The Promoter will provide each Exhibitor with postcards, flyers and posters for distribution to potential attendees.  PDF postcards will also be sent via email to exhibitor to be used in Email Blasts to mailing list.  All Exhibitors are expected to promote the Baby Boutique Expo to their clients. 
5.
Liability and Damages

The Exhibitor accepts full and sole responsibility and liability for any and all damages to persons and property arising out of its exhibit and of its use and occupancy of the place of exhibition during the term of the Event and during such other times as the Exhibitor may be setting up or dismantling its exhibit and while any part of it is at the property. The Exhibitor understands that the place of exhibition and all parts of the building and grounds is the property of Lakeshore Athletic Club and the Promoter assumes liability of any kind for the acts or omissions of the Exhibitor in connection with the presence of the Exhibitor at the property. The Exhibitor further agrees to indemnify and to hold harmless the property and the Promoter (as well as their officers, directors, and employees) against every claim of liability arising out of, or in connection with, the Exhibitor’s presence at the property and its participation in the Event, including, without limitation, all personal injuries and all property damage.
6.
Surrender of the Property  
At the end of this event, the Exhibitor will immediately yield and give up possession of the place of exhibition, and of all parts of the Property used by the Exhibitor, in as good a condition as it was when the Exhibitor first took possession of such locations.  All such locations shall be left by the Exhibitor in a clean and sanitary condition.  In the event of a breach of this provision by the Exhibitor, the Promoter or the property can clean such places and make the reasonable charge therefore an additional charge to and obligation of the Exhibitor.
7.             Complete Agreement

This is the complete agreement between the parties to it.  Any modification to, or amendment of, this Exhibitor Agreement shall be invalid unless made in writing and signed by both parties.  All oral and written promises made between the parties prior to the date of this Exhibitor Agreement, and in connection with the use of exhibition space at the Event, are merged in this agreement.
