The showrooms feature slate floors and a range of tiles and textured finishes. The building, finished in January, also features a café area, serving cappuccino, and a boutique selling Lamborghini accessories.

The building, designed by architect Paul Grimes of Michelson and Grimes, based in Cary, and built by Kelcon Builders, of Westmont, will be Lamborghini Chicago’s headquarters, while our original location, the home of Lotus, in West Chicago will continue to offer everything we always did and more. The building’s interior designer is Ideation Studios in Chicago.
The grand opening will be a benefit for the Children’s Memorial Hospital and will feature an impressive selection of tastes from Chicago’s finest Italian restaurants, an orchestra, fine Italian wines and a martini bar. Attendees will be asked for a $35 charity donation, payable to the hospital. 

A silent auction will feature impressive, must have items, ranging from high tech to private air charter; exquisite jewelry and hand blown Italian style glass to soft couture furs. Items are being donated by the Chicago area’s finest boutiques. There will be a special drawing for a one-week stay in Italy.
