There were also tickets to Oakbrook Polo and gift certificates from L Brandy’s Inc. Clarendon Hills and sculptor Ron Starr and His and Hers Spa Robes from Frette, Chicago.

Attendees proclaimed the event phenomenal, with superb martinis and wines and exceptional passed hors d'ouevres. were exceptional. Superlatives were also used to describe the bruschetta alla Romana from Francesca Amici on its crisp bread with just the right seasoning, tomatoes, oil etc., Crostini di Polenta prepared by La Donna in Chicago, crisp cornmeal with braised leeks and gorgonzola and Italian Sausage wrapped in red peppers by Vincitori Restaurant in Westmont.

The event took place in the two-level story show, with other food including Zaza's (a neighbor restaurant) cheese tortellii ala Vodka Sauce, Meo's Villa Venice of Westchester’s roasted lamb racks and calamari served with eggplant parmesan, Briaciole and Risoto cakes, Cucina Roma’s rigatoni, Tommy R's chicken vesuvio shish kabob with a light and tangy sauce and caesar salad with crisp popcorn shrimp, and Vincitori’s skewer with tomato basil and mozzarella.

Desserts included a vanilla-steeped panna cotta prepared by Va Pensiero of Evanston and the most incredible cakes (Lamborghini and spaghetti and meat ball in sculpted design with the moist cake and filling.
