To Cut Ribbon at New Chicago Showroom
Westmont, Illinois (March 20, 2007) – Lamborghini-Italy President Stephan Winkelmann, will discuss the mission of Lamborghini, its plans for the future and the new Lamborghini-Chicago showroom and headquarters in Westmont after cutting the ribbon during a grand opening celebration, Friday April 6 at 209 E. Ogden Avenue. 

Doors will open at 6:00p.m. and the ribbon cutting will follow refreshments and a fashion show and precede announcement of the results of a silent auction to benefit Children’s Memorial Hospital. 

Besides showing off the spectacular 20,000-square-foot structure, the event will feature the auction and other fund raising activities for the hospital.

“Lamborghini makes an amazing car and we’re looking forward to hearing about the additional innovations we can expect in coming months,” said Lamborghini-Chicago President Bill Nuccio, Sr.
The auction features prizes ranging from a trip to Italy, to a Lamborghini laptop computer and a certificate towards a plazma TV, private air charter services, jewelry, furs and other items. Donations of $35 at the door will also go to Children’s Memorial.

Food will be provided by some of Chicago’s finest Italian restaurants, and there will be fine Italian wines and a martini bar, and an orchestra. The fashion show will feature couture outerwear fashions Hana K of Hinsdale, Glencoe, and Lake Forest, sleek and sophisticated woman’s fashions from Frances Heffernan, Winnetka, men’s European hand-made custom clothing and accessories from Hinsdale Clothiers, Ltd, Hinsdale, and the extensive jewelry collections from Razny Jewelers of Addison and Highland Park.
In addition to Lamborghinis, the new building will show high-end used cars, including Ferraris, Maseratis, Bentleys and Porsches. The building features a 40-foot-tall black granite entry tower and a 30-foot-high glass front wall, the tallest segmented curtain wall glass building frontage in the Chicago area, according to contractor Kris Kelly. First floor showroom ceilings range in height from 20 to 35 feet, and a 7,000 square-foot mezzanine showroom sits on top of the dealership’s offices and service area. The showrooms feature slate floors and a range of tiles and textured finishes. The building also has a café area serving cappuccino, and a boutique selling Lamborghini accessories.

It was designed by architect Paul Grimes of Michelson and Grimes, based in Cary, built by Kelcon Builders, of Westmont. The interior designer is Ideation Studios in Chicago. Lamborghini-Chicago’s other dealership, Fox Valley Motorcars in West Chicago will continue as a sales location for Lamborghinis and Lotus.
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
