Inside, in addition to exploring the striking 20,000-square-foot building, guests will be treated to an array of foods from some of Chicago’s finest Italian restaurants, an orchestra, fine Italian wines and a martini bar. There will also be a spectacular fashion show with couture outerwear Hana K of Hinsdale, Glencoe, and Lake Forest, sleek and sophisticated woman’s fashions from Frances Heffernan, Winnetka, men’s European hand-made custom clothing and accessories from Hinsdale Clothiers, Ltd, Hinsdale, and the extensive jewelry collections from Razny Jewelers of Addison and Highland Park,
After the fashion show will be the official ribbon cutting and comments about the new showroom, the mission of Lamborghini and its plans for the future, delivered by StephanWinkelmann, the president of Lamborghini, Italy. The new building features a 40-foot-tall black granite entry tower and a 30-foot-high glass front wall, the tallest segmented curtain wall glass building frontage in the Chicago area, according to contractor Kris Kelly. First floor showroom ceilings range in height from 20 to 35 feet, and a 7,000 square-foot mezzanine showroom for 25 to 30 Lamborghini’s and high-end used cars, including Ferraris, Maseratis, Bentleys and Porsches, sits on top of the dealership’s offices and service area. The showrooms feature slate floors and a range of tiles and textured finishes. The building also features a café area, serving cappuccino, and a boutique selling Lamborghini accessories.

It was designed by architect Paul Grimes of Michelson and Grimes, based in Cary, built by Kelcon Builders, of Westmont. The interior designer is Ideation Studios in Chicago. Lamborghini-Chicago’s old building in West Chicago will continue as a sales location for Lamborghinis and Lotus.
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
