For other sportsmen, we highlight a plethora of top golf courses, and for families, we offer a look at celebrated activities in Illinois, Indiana, Michigan and Wisconsin.
Shore is published by ABC Communications, which also publishes Lifestyle, the Community Source Book for the north and northwest suburbs of Chicago. (It is planning to add an edition of Lifestyle for Chicago in 2009.) ABC is a full service marketing and event planning firm and, in planning business events, generally includes tie-ins to area charities.
